SERMON SERIES ON THE ACTS OF THE APOSTLES 
 

Dear friends in Christ, 

 

It has seemed to me appropriate to follow our recent concentration on the Five Practices of Fruitful 

Congregations with a sustained look at the earliest years of the Christian church in the Biblical book 

of Acts. So after Easter we will settle in for 7 weeks of passages from this work that has been called 

the ―history book of the New Testament‖. 

 

Here is a brief preview of what we will be covering in the weeks ahead. It is of course impossible to 

address every worthwhile theme in every chapter, unless you want to continue this series to the end 

of the year! But I do think you will find the following of interest: 

 Chapter 1:1-11 – The disciples meet the resurrected Christ and ask if he will now end time and 

start his earthly kingdom. Jesus in effect says no, there is much to be done first, and sends them out 

to be witnesses in the world. 

 Chapter 4:32-5:11 – This is a very challenging passage about how the disciples shared their 

possessions in common, but how one couple, Ananias and Sapphira, tried to trick the church into be-

lieving they were completely dedicated when they were not. 

 Chapter 6:1-7 – Here we catch a glimpse into the early organization of the church, when the 

first Deacons were appointed to assist the work of the early disciples. 

 Chapter 9:1-25 – Whereas the first half of the book concentrates more on the apostle Peter, 

the second and longer half follows Paul, beginning with his conversion on the Road to Damascus. 

What caused this persecutor of the church to turn his life around? 

 Chapter 10, selections – We are not quite done with Peter yet, and he still tells us this dream 

that grants us an insight into changes to the laws of Israel that the early church made.  It signals a 

major change in the identity of Christianity. 

 Chapter 16:1-15 – As Paul journeys through the Middle East, he must make a hard decision to 

reach across to a new continent with the gospel. We will notice his hesitation and what prompted his 

ultimate choice. 

 Chapter 20:17-38 – The last 8 chapters of the book are about Paul’s journey to Rome and his 

repeated defense of the Gospel en route. We conclude with his farewell speech to the church at Ephe-

sus as he begins that journey, a foreshadowing of what is to come. 

 

I feel the need to offer an explanation of why I am preaching this series. After all, not everyone will 

find it enjoyable. It will be quite historical, and not everyone likes history. It will be a bit academic, 

with maps and pictures that make it seem more like a lecture than a sermon. It will be more about 

the dilemmas of the ancient church than about the issues church members face today. But at the 

heart of our Christian faith there needs to be greater familiarity with basic Biblical events. Few of the 

letters of Paul or Peter can be understood fully unless we know the context in which they were writ-

ten, and the Book of Acts aids in that. Many defining characteristics of Christianity in contrast to Ju-

daism or the Greek polytheistic religions become clear in these verses. As we look at our religion de-

veloping in its original context, we gain a better idea of who we are as Christians. Genuine apostolic 

Christianity, in which we follow the lead of the original apostles, will arise front and center as we 

study The Acts of the Apostles.

RADICAL HOSPITALITY—Challenge  “Radical Hospitality begins with a single heart, a 
movement from “they ought” to “I will.”  And hospitality is not just for stranger who walk 
through the door but for the members you know well enough to know their flaws. 
PASSIONATE WORSHIP— “ We say we’d do anything for the love of God.  “A man said 
he’d do anything if his son and grandchildren would come to church.  Someone asked, 
“Would you listen to music that is not your style?  He answered, “I can’t do that.”  
INTENTIONAL FAITH DEVELOPMENT—”Christian practices are not activities we do to 
make something spiritual happen in our lives.  Nor are they duties we undertake to be 
obedient to God.  Rather they are patterns of action that create openings in our lives 
where grace, mercy and the presence of God may be made known to us. “  The practice of 
Intentional Faith Development puts us in the most advantageous place to perceive and re-
ceive God’s activity and will for our lives.  We become something new in Christ.” 

RISK-TAKING MISSION AND SERVICE—”When churches turn inward, using all resources 
for their own survival and caring only for their own people, then spiritual vitality wanes.  
When churches turn outward, they come alive with a sense of purpose and transform the 
lives of their members and the communities they serve.” 

EXTRAVAGANT GENEROSITY—challenge  “Grow one step in your own personal giving.  
Develop a personal plan to grow in giving to God’s purposes of increasing the proportion 
of your generosity by at least one percent as you move toward the tithe.”  Generosity is an 
essential quality of spiritual maturity and growth.”
