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ONE CALL NOW
A NEW WAY TO COMMUNICATE

Dear Friends in Christ,

When St. Paul or St. John wrote letters to churches in New Testament times, they would send those
letters in the hands of trusted travelers. Sometimes weeks later the letters would arrive, carrying
sound advice and encouragement. Life moves faster than that today, of course. Events planned one
day take place the next. Calendars are so full that memorable opportunities get crowded out unless
adequate notice is given.

Our church wants to be sure that we communicate well with you, that you are informed about
classes, worship hour changes, meetings, deaths and births, joys and concerns, dinners and break-
fasts — you name it. So, we are instituting a telephone-contact system through a computerized net-
work named ONE CALL NOW. Here’s how it works:

For less than $200 per year, we can send unlimited messages to 50 phone numbers. Each call
can be up to two minutes long, though most will be shorter.

We have entered those 50 numbers, almost the exact amount of households in the congregation,
into a computer bank at the Ohio company.

When an event or an important meeting is scheduled, or a member enters hospital for serious
treatment, | (or a substitute) will make one call to that company, speak the message, and they
will automatically dial all 50 numbers and repeat it.

If you are not home and have an answering machine or voice mail, the message will be left. If
you aren’t home and don’t have such service, or the line is busy, the computer will call back
regularly until you are reached.

If a particular committee or study group only wants to contact a few names and numbers, there is
a “sub-group” feature to the service also.

By the time you read this newsletter, you will probably have received your first call. We are sending
out a message to remind everyone to sign up for the 5 Practices... study/planning groups for March.
If you do not receive a call, and want to, let us know. (We have not included the numbers of abso-
lutely everyone who receives the newsletter.) Likewise, if you get the call and don’t want to be both-
ered by these regular contacts, tell us, and we’ll remove your name from the list.

What we do here at the church and what happens to our members is important. We want to be sure
you know how God is at work among us. I'll talk to you soon!
