A CONNECTIONAL CHURCH  
 
Dear friends in Christ, 
 
The Presbyterian system of government prides itself on being connectional. In other words, our local con-
gregation is connected to a presbytery, the presbytery to a synod, and the synod to the General Assembly. 
In our case, the presbytery is called New Hope, 125 local churches from Nagôs Head to Chapel Hill, from 
Mt. Olive to Henderson; the synod is Mid-Atlantic, including the churches in North Carolina and Virginia, 
Maryland and Delaware. And our national General Assembly offices are located in Louisville, KY. Each 
ñjudicatoryò, as these levels are called, interacts with the others and is accountable to the others. Money 
goes up and money comes down. Decisions are reviewed from top to bottom and from bottom to top. 
 
At the October meeting of the New Hope presbytery, a detailed annual report of the presbyteryôs Ministries 
of Mission was presented. As our own congregationôs money helps fund those projects, both in our annual 
mission contribution and in monthly Pennies for Hunger collections, I thought you would like to see how 
your money is being used at this next higher level of governing body. Here are just a few of the projects 
funded through our presbytery: 
 

35 grants averaging $2000 each came from the Hunger Fund for regional projects related to food needs 

and homelessness. For example, the Dare County Food for Thought feeds qualifying preschool and ele-
mentary youth on the weekends and at holiday periods. The Durham County ñInvest óN Kidsò program helps 
boys discover their role at home, school and in the community by introducing them to healthier alternative 
environments and role models.  The Johnston/Lee/Hartnett Community Action Agency provides emergency 
food supplies to qualifying applicants. Internationally, larger hunger fund grants went, for instance, to the 
Yahve Jire program in Haiti that builds shelters, provides healthcare, and promotes education in a Christian 
environment. The Diku Dilenga project in Africa assists displaced and disabled individuals to start new busi-
nesses through ñmicrocreditò loans. 

From the Ministries of Church Development and Evangelism division, we received a report on two new 

church developments that are growing in the presbytery. One is the Hispanic Ministry of Iglesia Presbiteri-
ana Emanuel in Durham. There is an average attendance of 60-75 people on Sundays, and a full weekly 
schedule of music classes, Bible studies and English as Second Language classes, as well as a Wednes-
day evening soup kitchen. The church shares facilities with Northgate Presbyterian Church. Closer to home, 
in Clayton, a new church development called ñDiscovery Churchò has recently moved into a more perma-
nent worship space along Hwy 42 in a renovated old furniture store. There is a preschool on the new prem-
ises for 3 and 4 year olds, a Marriage Course offered on Friday evenings, and mission commitment to the 
Stop Hunger Now ñOperation Sharehouseò project. The fellowship hopes to become a chartered congrega-
tion of the presbytery early next year. 
As might be expected in the Research Triangle area, much of the presbyteryôs mission attention goes to 
support Campus Ministries at 5 area universities. North Carolina Central, North Carolina at Chapel Hill, 
North Carolina State in Raleigh, Duke University, and East Carolina all have chaplains supported at least in 
part through the presbytery and specific churches in those communities. Students at those schools meet 
regularly for worship and Bible Study, journey near and far on mission trips, and provide fellowship opportu-
nities for Christian students in a supportive atmosphere. 
 
As you think about Godôs worldwide church, think also about how our own congregation connects with many 
other churches in North Carolina, the east coast, and all across our country through the mission projects 
and ruling bodies of our Presbyterian denomination. We are but one small part of a much larger enterprise 
of Jesus Christ working through his earthly body, the church. It is good to know we have lots of friends and 
fellow workers.
